Hereford Juniors Receive Scholarships in Honor of John Wayne
 

KANSAS CITY, Mo. ​​​— Two $1,000 John Wayne Memorial Scholarships were awarded July 20 at the 14th annual VitaFerm Junior National Hereford Expo (JNHE) in Kansas City, Mo. Cody Beck, Bainbridge, Ind., and Austin Buzanowski, Pompeys Pillar, Mont., were chosen to receive the scholarships from the Hereford Youth Foundation of America (HYFA) and National Hereford Women (NHW).   

The scholarships are awarded each year at the JNHE to individuals who have made outstanding contributions to agriculture and the Hereford industry. Winners must be interested in a field directly related to the Hereford breed. Applicants must submit an essay discussing how John Wayne’s characteristics can benefit the beef industry.  


Cody Beck, 20, just completed his sophomore year at Butler Community College, El Dorado, Kan., where he was on the livestock judging team. He has been a member of the NJHA and the Indiana Junior Hereford Association for 13 years. He has completed the Master of Beef Advocacy program and is the fourth-generation in his family to raise Herefords. Cody has had much success in the showring, including placing sixth in senior showmanship at this year’s JNHE. He also won a Future Cattlemen Scholarship.  


Austin Buzanowski, 21, is a senior at the University of Wyoming. Austin has been a member for the Montana Junior Hereford Association for 12 years and the NJHA for 13. He just retired as a director of the NJHA board and served as vice chairman in 2011-12. He’s also active in college, serving as the vice president of Block & Bridle and participating in livestock judging, meats judging and the Wyoming Collegiate Cattle Association. He also took fourth-place in the Ed Bible Memorial scholarship.
