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Hereford Scholarships Awarded in Honor of Ed Bible
 

KANSAS CITY, Mo. ​​​— Jaime Hanson, Cheyenne Moyer, Austin Buzanowski and Chandler Mulvaney were awarded Ed Bible Memorial scholarships July 20 at the 14th annual VitaFerm Junior National Hereford Expo (JNHE) in Kansas City, Mo.


The scholarships were presented by the National Hereford Women (NHW) and the Hereford Youth Foundation of America (HYFA). They are designed to help finance higher education for National Junior Hereford Association (NJHA) members who excel in communication, leadership and Hereford and agriculture-related activities.

Bible joined the American Polled Hereford Association staff in 1973 and for 25 years supported the senior, junior and Poll-ette associations. He positively influenced the Hereford breed and industry. Therefore, NHW and HYFA offer four annual scholarships in his honor.


First-place winner and $1,000 scholarship recipient is Jaime Hanson, Comfrey, Minn. Hanson, 21, will be a senior at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln this fall. An NJHA and Minnesota Junior Hereford Breeders member since 2000, she just retired as the communications chair from the NJHA board. She also served as the American Hereford Association marketing and communications intern this summer.         


Second-place and $750 recipient is Cheyenne Moyer, Lincoln, Ark. Moyer, 20, just completed her sophomore year at Northeastern Oklahoma A&M College (NEO), where she earned a 4.0 GPA. At NEO she was a member of the livestock judging team and the Aggie Society. She will be attending Kansas State University this fall.

 Third-place and $500 recipient is Austin Buzanowski, Pompeys Pillar, Mont. Buzanowski, 21, is a senior at the University of Wyoming. Austin has been a member for the Montana Junior Hereford Association for 12 years and the NJHA for 13. He just retired as a director of the NJHA Board and served as vice chairman last year. He’s also active in college, serving as the vice president of Block & Bridle and participating in livestock judging, meats judging and the Wyoming Collegiate Cattle Association. He also won one of the John Wayne Memorial scholarships.

Chandler Mulvaney, Opelika, Ala., is the fourth-place and $250 winner. Mulvaney, 19, will be a sophomore this year at Chattahoochee Valley College where he earned a 4.0 GPA his freshman year. He is currently serving as one of the 2013 National Beef Ambassadors. At this year’s JNHE, he took third-place in illustrated speech and won one of the Poll-ette Founders’ scholarships.
