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Curry Named Junior Hereford Herdsman of the Year 
 

KANSAS CITY, Mo. ​​​— At the conclusion of the 2013 VitaFerm® Junior National Hereford Expo (JNHE) it was announced that Cameron Curry, McAlester, Okla., was voted by his peers to win this year’s Herdsman of the Year title and coveted belt buckle.
A member of the National Junior Hereford Association (NJHA) for 14 years, Cameron has shown at 14 JNHEs. The 21-year-old son of Curtis and Donna Curry, Cameron is currently a senior at Oklahoma State University (OSU), Stillwater, studying animal science agribusiness with a minor in agriculture economics. Prior to transferring to OSU, Cameron attended Connors State College, Warner, Okla., where he was a member of the livestock judging team and worked at the college’s beef center.
A committee of national advisors chose six finalists for the Herdsman of the Year award and the winner was voted on by JNHE participants. 

“From the time I learned what a herdsman was, I wanted to be that man,” Cameron says. “An advisor once told me that a herdsman was the person that can be trusted with high-quality calves and be entrusted in their hands to perform at high-quality levels, from feeding to grooming and fitting to showing and displaying. 

“This award is truly the greatest honor I have ever received, mainly because I have been recognized by my peers. Being nominated as herdsman was the honor, being chosen herdsman of the year capitalizes how my peers feel about me. I feel very blessed to be involved in this association on a state and national level.”

At this year’s JNHE, Cameron was a member of the third-place team fitting team and second-place senior livestock judging team, named Oklahoma’s outstanding state junior member for the third time and took home the honor of reserve senior showman. Over the years he has participated in every contest offered by the NJHA. Most of his successes were seen in livestock judging, team fitting and the showring. 
As far as Hereford involvement, he has served the Junior Hereford Association of Oklahoma (JHAO) in multiple roles from director to president. 

He says one of his proudest accomplishments in the showring was exhibiting the 2012 regional horned show heifer of the year, as well as exhibiting many other division champions at the National Western Stock Show. 

He says one thing is for certain; his future will include owning and operating his own branch of Curry Hereford Ranch.
